COOPERATIVE ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT
To ensure fair, impartial and knowledgeable enforcement of the Code of Ethics, including arbitration, the undersigned Associations of REALTORS® agree to exchange enforcement responsibilities, pursuant to National Association of REALTORS® Professional Standards Policy Statement #40, on an as-needed basis.
Accordingly, when a signatory to this agreement  (“Referring Association”)needs assistance administering an ethics hearing or arbitration (“Proceeding”), upon request, any other signatory to this agreement (“Administering Association”) shall assume the administrative responsibilities for the Proceeding.  Such responsibilities may include review by Grievance Committee, hearing by Professional Standards Committee and any  review by the Board of Directors, as necessary.  Imposition of discipline  shall be the responsibility of the Referring Association.
The Board of Directors of the Referring Association agree to be bound by and implement the decisions in connection with the Proceeding that are made by the Administering Association.
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
